Details of Summer Crash Course:- 

 
The Summer Crash Course is scheduled for 15 days. 

The Course includes 6 days Programme for Prelims and 9 days Programme for 

mains & Personality test. 

Course for prelims deals with General Studies (Paper- I) and Civil Services Aptitude 

Test (Paper - II) and Mains deals with all the papers of general studies and essay.  

Guidance will be provided for selection of the optional paper which will be done 

after personal interview of each candidate on his / her interest on the subject. 

The mains programme ends with a Mock Personality Test (interview) by which 

complete awareness of the candidate to the Civil Services examination will be taken 

for evalution. 

Two New Courses will be introduced:- 

1. Andhra Pradesh Public Service Commission’s Courses. Specially Group I and  

    Group II (Syllabus).  

2. Personality Development Programme. (Applied processes)
