Objective:
The objective of conducting the Free Mega Medical Camp on the occasion

of World Heart Day is to create awareness among the public about the importance of
maintaining heart health. The camp aims to provide free medical consultations,
diagnostic tests, and counseling to the people of Tummapudi and surrounding
villages. It seeks to identify risk factors such as hypertension, diabetes, and obesity at
an early stage. The program also intends to educate the community on preventive
measures, lifestyle modifications, and healthy practices. Overall, the camp strives to
promote a healthier society by reducing the burden of heart-related diseases.

Description:
Under the aegis of the NSS Unit, Department of ECE, KL

University, a Free Mega Medical Camp was organized on Thursday at Pedapalem
village, Duggirala Mandal, informed Dr. KRS Prasad, Dean – Student Affairs, KL
University. Speaking on the occasion, he advised the people of the adopted villages
to make the best use of the free medical camps being conducted by KL University
NSS.

The camp was formally inaugurated by Pedapalem Panchayat Sarpanch, Sri
Patibandla Krishna Prasad. Doctors from Aster Ramesh Hospitals and Amaravathi
Netra Hospital participated in the program. Cardiologist Dr. Prasad Reddy,
Orthopedic Specialist Dr. Chetan, and General Physician Dr. Deepti sensitized the
public on seasonal diseases. They cautioned that with heavy rains, mosquito-borne
diseases like dengue and malaria are on the rise, while diarrhea and typhoid are
spreading through contaminated water and food, and viral fevers are prevalent due
to weather fluctuations. People were advised to use mosquito nets, consume
hygienic and nutritious food, and consult doctors with proper blood tests if fever
persists beyond two days.

As part of the camp, free tests and consultations were provided for blood
pressure, diabetes, ECG, echo, eye check-ups, bone and joint pains, fevers, cold,
cough, and body pains. Free medicines were distributed, and patients with major
health issues were referred to hospitals for advanced treatment under the
Aarogyasri scheme, explained Dr. P. Sreekanth Reddy, NSS Programme Coordinator.
NSS Field Coordinator Sri P. Suresh acted as the camp convener.

Duggirala, September 11 (Andhra Prabha): Under the auspices of the National Service Scheme (NSS),
KL University organized a free medical camp on Thursday. The camp was held at Pedapalem, an
adopted village of KL University, and was inaugurated by Village Sarpanch Patibandla Krishna Prasad,
who also underwent medical checkups at the camp.
