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Indian Coast Guard Day : 01 February :-

The Indian Coast Guard (ICG) will celebrate its 48th
Raising Day on February 1, 2024. It is the world's fourth
largest Coast Guard and has played an important role in
securing India's coasts and enforcing maritime
legislation. Currently, Indian Coast Guard has 158 ships
and 70 aircraft in its fleet. The Union Cabinet approved
the setting up of a 'Coast Guard' in 1977 with two frigates
and five patrol boats transferred from the Indian Navy.
Therefore, the Indian Coast Guard came into being on 1
February 1977.

World Wetland Day : 02 February :-

World Wetland Day is observed annually on February 2
to raise awareness of the critical role wetlands provide
for people and the environment. The proposal for the
Wetlands Convention was first made on February 2,
1971, at Ramsar, Iran. Wetlands are areas of the earth
where the soil is covered in water. They sustain both
terrestrial and aquatic species. India has the largest
network of Ramsar Sites in Asia, making these sites a
critical ecological network for conservation of global
biological diversity and supporting human well-being.
The theme of World Wetlands Day -2024 is 'Wetlands
and Human Wellbeing'.

Rheumatoid Arthritis Awareness Day : 02 February :-
Every year, on February 2, Rheumatoid Arthritis
Awareness Day is recognized. On this day, the
Rheumatoid Patient Foundation launched a campaign to
promote awareness of the auto-immune disease that
assaults the joints and produces inflammation, among
other potentially hazardous disorders. In 1858, Alfred B.
Garrod invented the term "rheumatoid arthritis" to
describe the ailment. Previously, it was mixed up with
osteoarthritis. Garrod clarified the name and
distinguished between the two. The foundation
established Rheumatoid Awareness Day in 2013 to
increase knowledge and dispel myths about the
condition.

World Cancer Day : 04 February :-

Every year on February 4, the world celebrates World
Cancer Day. It is celebrated to unite the world in the fight
against cancer. Cancer is a condition in which a group of
normal cells changes in the body, resulting in
uncontrolled, abnormal growth and the formation of a
lump known as a tumour. The World Health Organization
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initiated the first Cancer Day in 1933, which was
commemorated in Geneva, Switzerland. The theme for
World Cancer day for the last three years - 2022, 2023
and 2024 - is “Close the Care Gap: Everyone Deserves
Access To Cancer Care”.

The
government introduced National Deworming Day in
2015 to deworm all children aged one to nineteen.

In 2018, February 10 was declared as World Pulses Day
by the United Nations General Assembly. This year, the
theme for World Pulses Day is ‘Pulses: nourishing soils
and people’.

NTPC Green Energy Inks Rs 80,000 Cr MoU With
Maharashtra Govt For Green Hydrogen :-

NTPC Green Energy Ltd (NGEL) announced that it has
inked an MoU with the Maharashtra government to
develop green hydrogen projects and derivatives in
Maharashtra. The memorandum of understanding
(MoU) was inked as part of the state government's Green
Investment Plan for the next five years, with a potential
investment of Rs 80,000 crore, NGEL said in a statement.
NGEL is a wholly-owned subsidiary of NTPC with an
operational capacity of over 3.4 GW and 26 GW in
pipeline, including 7 GW under implementation.

Telangana State Aviation Academy enters into MoU
with ISRO’s NSRC to train drone pilots :-

Telangana State Aviation Academy has inked a
memorandum of understanding (MOU) with ISRO's
National Remote Sensing Centre (NRSC) to provide
advanced drone pilot training. The deal includes training

in drone piloting, drone data management, and data
analysis. The academy will host a 15-day data analysis,
processing, and mapping training session for NRSC
scientists and drone pilots. Meanwhile, officials from the
aviation academy requested Chief Minister A Revanth
Reddy to allocate land to develop an exclusive facility for
training drone pilots in Hyderabad.

India-Russia Sign Protocol On Nuclear Reactors

India and Russia have signed a protocol amending the
2008 intergovernmental agreement on collaboration in
the construction of additional nuclear reactors at the
Kudankulam Nuclear Power Project site, as well as the
development of Russian-designed nuclear power plants
at new Indian sites. Alexey Likhachev, Director General
of Rosatom State Corporation, and Ajit Kumar Mohanty,
Chairman of Atomic Energy Commission of India,
Secretary of Department for Atomic Energy of the

Government of India, signed in the agreement.

“The integration of Indian and
Nepalese fast payment systems is aimed at facilitating
cross-border remittances between the two countries by
enabling users of the two systems to make instant, low-
cost fund transfers,” RBI said in its press release. Post-

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to conduct instant transactions at a lesser cost between

the countries.

RBI Grants Payment Aggregator Licences To Juspay,
Zoho, And Decentro :-

Even as the Reserve Bank of India tightens controls on
the fintech industry, fintech businesses are receiving
regulatory approval to function as payment aggregators.
On February 6, two fintech businesses, Juspay and
Decentro, acquired the final licence to operate as
payment aggregators. Zoho, a software as a service
business, also received a payment aggregator license on
February 2. Zoho is the first enterprise Saas player to get
the payment aggregator nod from the RBI. The RBI had

released the first guidelines on payment aggregator
licences in March 2020.

RBI To Introduce Offline Capability For E-Rupee
Transactions :-

In December 2022, the Reserve Bank of India (RBI)
launched a trial run of the retail CBDC, with the goal of
accomplishing 10 lakh transactions per day by December
2023.

Government Boosts Sovereign Gold Bond Issuance To
3,500 Crore In Fiscal Year 2024-25 :-

Instead of reducing physical gold demand and limiting
imports to keep the current account deficit under
control, the RBI's Sovereign Gold Bond has proven to be
a more popular investment option. The Budget increased
SGB issuance to X3,500 crore for the upcoming fiscal
year, up from 1,500 crore in the previous fiscal year
ended March 31, 2023. It has also retained the Budget
estimate for this fiscal at 1,500 crore against X402 crore
raised last fiscal. Incidentally, gold imports have jumped
20 per cent to 781 tonnes last year even as the run-away

prices have suppressed demand, according to the World
Gold Council data.

Adani Group’s $1.2 Billion Copper Plant Boosts India’s
Metal Independence For Energy Transition :-

Billionaire Gautam Adani's business is creating the
world's largest single-location copper manufacturing
factory in Mundra, Gujarat. The project will help India
reduce its reliance on imports and facilitate the energy
transition. The 1.2 billion-dollar facility will begin
operations in its first phase by the end of March. It will
reach its full capacity of one million tons by 2029. The
country's biggest copper smelter is currently operated by
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Hindalco Industries Ltd, which also has a capacity of 0.5
million tonnes. Copper is the third most used industrial
metal after steel and aluminium.

Banking System Liquidity Deficit Shrinks To X1.40 Lakh
Crore: RBI Data Analysis :-

According to RBI data, the liquidity shortfall in the
banking sector decreased to approximately X1.40 lakh
crore on February 4 from a recent peak of X3.46 lakh
crore on January 24th due to increased government
spending. The reducing liquidity shortfall also had a
positive impact on overnight money market rates, with
the weighted average rate falling to 6.33 percent from
about 6.50 to 6.75 percent last month. RBI Governor
Shaktikanta Das, in his December 2023 monetary policy
statement, noted that the evolution of liquidity
conditions has been in alignment with the monetary
policy stance.

India’s Foreign Exchange Reserves Reach One-Month
High To $622.47 Billion :-

India's foreign exchange reserves grew for the second
week in a row, reaching a one-month high of $622.47
billion on February 2, according to central bank data. The
reserves increased by $5.74 billion during the reporting
week, the most in over two months. Reserves had
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increased by $590 million in the previous week. Foreign
exchange reserves also include India's reserve tranche
position at the International Monetary Fund. In the week
that the foreign exchange data pertains, the rupee rose
0.2% against the dollar and traded in a range of 82.8225
and 83.1525.

Retail inflation based on the Consumer Price Index (CPI)
fell to a three-month low of 5.1% in January, aided by
lower food costs and a positive base impact. Another
high-frequency economic indicator, industrial growth
based on the Index of Industrial Production (IIP), rose to
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3.8% in December. Retail inflation was 5.7 per cent in
December, while industrial growth rate was 2.4 per cent
in November. Based on the trend in inflation number,
experts expect rate cut cycle to start during July-
September quarter of FY 2024-25.

Reliance Industries Hits X20-Lakh Crore Market Cap
Milestone :-

Reliance Industries Ltd (RIL) became India's first firm to
surpass a market value of Rs 20 lakh crore. The company
took 12 years to reach Rs 10 lakh crore in 2017, up from
Rs 1 lakh crore in 2005, and another five years to double
to Rs 20 lakh crore. RIL doubled its market capitalization

to Rs 2 lakh crore in 418 days, up from Rs 1 lakh crore in
August 2005. It then doubled again to Rs 4 lakh crore
within approximately six months by October 2007.
Another milestone was reached a decade later when its
market cap hit Rs 5 lakh crore in July 2017.

India’s Outward FDI In January 2024 Rises 25.7% To $2.1
Billion :-

India's outbound foreign direct investment (FDI) pledges
increased by 25.7 percent year on year (Y-0-Y) to $2.09
billion in January 2024, from more than $1.66 billion in
January 2023. They fell sequentially from $2.5 billion in
December 2023, according to Reserve Bank of India (RBI)
data. Outbound FDI, expressed as a financial
commitment, comprises three components — equity,

loans, and guarantees. The equity commitments rose to
$760.9 million in January 2024 from $597.4 million in
January 2023.

India Opens Space Sector To 100% Foreign Investment :
The Union Cabinet, led by Prime Minister Narendra
Modi, has recently approved a series of critical measures,
including modifications to the existing Foreign Direct
Investment (FDI) policy on the space sector. “Under the
amended FDI policy, 100% FDI is allowed in space sector.
The liberalised entry routes under the amended policy
are aimed to attract potential investors to invest in
Indian companies in space,” said Union Minister Anurag
Thakur. To date, FDI is permitted to establish and
operate satellites only through the government’s

approval route.

India’s Mineral Output Rises By 5.1% In December 2023
According to provisional data from the Indian Bureau of
Mines (IBM), India's mining and quarrying sector's
mineral output index increased by 5.1% in December
2023 compared to the same month the previous year.

king to exercise rarely utilized discretionary powers to
quiet political unrest. Under a unique system of
monarchy, the heads of Malaysia’s nine royal families
take turns to be the King, known as the “Yang di-Pertuan
Agong” every five years.
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Military Regimes Of Niger, Mali, And Burkina Faso
Withdraw From ECOWAS :-

The military governments of Burkina Faso, Mali, and
Niger have declared their immediate withdrawal from
the Economic Community of West African States
(ECOWAS). The leaders of the three Sahel states issued a
statement stating that leaving the Economic Community
of West African States was a "sovereign decision" that
should be implemented "without delay." Struggling with
jihadist violence and poverty, the regimes have had
tense ties with ECOWAS since coups took place in Niger
last July, Burkina Faso in 2022 and Mali in 2020.

France began operating the "Olympic
Consulate" system on January 1, 2024, which is
specialized to processing visa applications for the 2024

delegations from foreign countries participating in the

upcoming sporting events.

Yemen Appoints Ahmed Awad Bin Mubarak As New
Prime Minister :-

In an unexpected decision, Yemen's foreign minister,
Ahmed Awad bin Mubarak, has been selected as the
country's new Prime Minister. Yemen, an Arabian
Peninsula country, is facing rising tensions as a result of
a series of Red Sea attacks on ships by Houthi rebels,
which has prompted retaliatory strikes by the United
States and the United Kingdom recently. Bin Mubarak
has notably replaced Maeen Abdulmalik Saeed amid the
escalation of tensions in the Red Sea. The former prime
minister was given the position of presidential adviser.
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Iran Abolishes Visa Requirements For Indian Tourists
From Feb 4, 2024 :-

Iran has removed visa requirements for Indian citizens.
The Government of the Islamic Republic of Iran has
authorized the removal of visas for Indian citizens,
beginning February 4, 2024. Individuals with ordinary
passports will now be able to enter Iran without a visa,
subject to certain conditions. This privilege is valid once
every six months, and the maximum stay is 15 days. The
15-day period cannot be extended under this new
regulation. The visa abolition is exclusively applicable to
individuals entering Iran for tourism.

Kumar :-

Super 30 creator Anand Kumar has joined a select group
of Indian celebrities, including Bollywood actors Shah
Rukh Khan and Sanjay Dutt, who have been granted the
'Golden Visa' by the UAE government. The coveted
Golden Visa, established by the UAE in 2019, provides
long-term residency, allowing for independent living,
working, and studying. The UAE Embassy in India
nominated Kumar for the Golden Visa. Kumar, a
Mathematics educator, started his Super 30 programme
in Patna in 2002, known for coaching underprivileged
students for JEE-Main & JEE-Advanced, the entrance
examination for the Indian Institutes of Technology (IITs).

China Launches Qinling Station For Antarctic Scientific
Study :-

China's Qinling Station in Antarctica, the country's sixth
research station on the continent, has begun operations.
The research station is expected to contribute to
humanity's scientific understanding of Antarctica,
provide a platform for China to collaborate with other
countries on scientific expeditions, and promote regional
peace and sustainable development, according to a
Chinese Foreign Ministry spokesperson.

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Trinidad And Tobago Declares National Emergency
After Offshore Oil Spill :-

Trinidad and Tobago's prime minister declared a
"national emergency" after a huge oil spill near the twin-
island nation in the eastern Caribbean. Crews tried to
contain the oil, which was already coating multiple
beaches on Tobago's southwest coast. Prime Minister
Keith Rowley said the government has yet to identify the
owner of the yacht that overturned near Tobago. It was
not immediately clear how much oil had spilled and how
much remained in the largely submerged vessel. It was
not clear what caused the vessel to overturn.

The Great Mosque of Algiers, built by a Chinese
construction group in the 2010s, has the world's tallest
minaret, standing at 265 metres (869 feet). The third-
largest mosque in the world, the biggest in Africa, and
largest outside Islam’s holiest cities, its prayer room
accommodates 120,000 people.
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New Zealand Repealed Anti-Tobacco Law :-
New Zealand reversed a world-first rule prohibiting
tobacco sales for future generations, the government

announced, despite warnings from researchers and
campaigners that people could die as a result. The
harshest anti-tobacco rules in the world, set to go into
effect in July, would have outlawed sales to anybody
born after January 1, 2009, reduced nicotine content in
smoked tobacco products, and reduced the number of
tobacco outlets by more than 90%. The new coalition
government elected in October confirmed the repeal will
happen as a matter of urgency, enabling it to scrap the
law without seeking public comment, in line with
previously announced plans.

It has directed the Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board
(TNPCB) to initiate legal action and levy a Rs 5.92 crore
fine on the factory. On Dec 26, 2023, at 11.45pm,
ammonia leaked from a sub-sea 2.5 km-long pipeline
connected to the factory in Periyakuppam. Around 52
people were diagnosed with ammonia poisoning.

Animal Hospital in Mahalaxmi, Mumbai. The hospital is
the first of its kind, spanning over 98,000 square feet
across five levels and accommodating over 200 beds.

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India Placed 93rd Among 180 ‘Nations In 2023
Corruption Index :-

According to Transparency International, India placed 93
out of 180 nations on the corruption perceptions index
in 2023, with its overall score remaining fairly
unchanged. The index, which evaluates 180 nations and
territories based on experts' and business people's

perceptions of public sector corruption, employs a 0 to
100 scale, with 0 indicating severely corrupt and 100
indicating very clean.

The Snow Leopard
Population Assessment in India (SPAI) Program is the first
scientific endeavor to report the population of 718 Snow
Leopards in India. The Wildlife Institute of India (WII) is
the National Coordinator for this exercise that was
carried out with support the support of all snow leopard
range states and two conservation partners, the Nature
Conservation Foundation, Mysuru and WWF-India.

IMF raises India's FY24 growth forecast to 6.7% from
6.3% :-

The International Monetary Fund (IMF) has increased
India's GDP growth prediction for the current fiscal year
(FY24) to 6.7% from 6.3%, and for the following year
(FY25) to 6.5% from 6.3%. The growth prediction for FY26
was also increased to 6.5 percent. In its most recent
World Economic Outlook (WEO) report, the IMF
increased global economic growth forecasts to 3.1%
from 3.0% for calendar year 2024 and 3.1% from 2.9% for
2025. Forecasts were raised for almost all major
economies including United States, China and Eurozone.
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Toyota Retains Its Position As The World’s Top-Selling
Automaker In 2023 :-

Toyota Motor claimed it sold a record 11.2 million
vehicles in 2023, making it the world's best-selling
automaker for the fourth consecutive year. The Japanese
carmaker recorded a 7.2% increase in global group sales
last year, including those of truck subsidiary Hino Motors
and small-car producer Daihatsu, thanks to record
overseas sales of 8.9 million vehicles. Toyota's parent-
only car sales, which include its namesake and Lexus
brands, set a new high in 2023 at 10.3 million vehicles.
Gasoline-electric hybrids made up about a third of those.
Battery electric vehicles accounted for less than 1%.

RBI’s Digital Payments Index (RBI-DPI) Surges To 418.77
In September 2023 :-

The level of digital payments throughout the nation is
gauged by the Reserve Bank of India's (RBI) Digital
Payments Index, which rose from 395.57 in March 2023
to 418.77 in September 2023. The basis period for the
RBI-DPI's construction is March 2018, meaning that the
DPI score for that month is 100. The index was 173.49 in
September 2019, 217.74 in September 2020, and 304.06
in September 2021. The RBI-DPI comprises five broad
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parameters that measure the penetration of digital
payments in the country over different time periods.

RBI Announces: 97.50% Of Rs 2,000 Notes Returned To
System :-

The Reserve Bank of India (RBI) reported that 97.50
percent of the Rs 2,000 currency notes in circulation as
of May 19, 2023, have been returned to the banking
system. The entire value of such banknotes in circulation
fell to Rs 8,897 crore at the end of business on January
31, 2024, from Rs 3.56 lakh crore on May 19, 2023, when
the government announced the withdrawal of the Rs
2,000 bills, according to an RBI statement. The central
bank announced the withdrawal of the high-value
denomination banknotes from circulation as part of its

clean note policy.

UPI Transactions Hit X18.4 Trillion In January: NPCI Data
Unified Payment Interface (UPI) transactions reached a
record high in January, totaling Rs 18.41 trillion, up 1%
from Rs 18.23 trillion in December. Transactions grew by
1.5 percent to 12.20 billion from 12.02 billion in October.
In November, the value was estimated at Rs 17.4 trillion,
with 11.4 billion transactions. According to data shared
by the National Payments Corporation of India (NPCI),
January numbers were 52 per cent higher in volume and
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42 per cent higher in value compared to the same month

last financial year.

2024 :-

Mukesh Ambani, Chairman and Managing Director of
Reliance Industries Limited, has been ranked No. 1
among Indians and second globally in the Brand
Guardianship Index 2024, which was created by Brand
Finance. The Brand Guardianship Index is a global
acknowledgment of CEOs that are creating long-term
value for their companies by balancing the requirements
of all stakeholders, including employees, investors, and
society at large. Brand Finance's survey gave Mukesh
Ambani a BGI score of 80.3, just below 81.6 of Huateng

OECD Raises India’s Growth Forecast For FY25 To 6.2%:-
The Organisation for Economic Cooperation and

Development (OECD) in its latest report has boosted
India's growth forecast for fiscal year 2024-25 (FY25) to
6.2%, up from 6.1% previously. This positive change
comes after a solid performance in fiscal year 2022-23.
However, expected growth rates for the future fiscal
years point to a downturn. The real GDP growth is
expected to decrease to 6.3% in FY 2023-24 and further

The World Bank's 'Logistics Performance Index Report
(2023): Connecting to Compete 2023' ranks India 38th
out of 139 countries. India's rank has risen six places from
44 in 2018 and sixteen places from 54 in 2014. An inter-
ministerial committed team made up of stakeholder
ministries/departments has been constituted.

Urban Jobless Rate In India Declines To 6.5% In Q3FY24:

(PLFS) data, the urban unemployment rate fell to its
lowest level in almost four years, 6.5%, in October-
December 2023, while female labor force participation
increased to a high of 25%. In October-December 2022,
urban unemployment was 7.2%, compared to 6.6% in the
previous quarter. Female labour force participation was
up 2.7 percentage points from Q3FY23, and a percentage
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point higher than the previous quarter. The
unemployment rate in urban areas was lower than the
previous month's level of 6.6%.

Germany Overtakes Japan As Third-Largest Economy :-
Japan, once slated to become the world's largest
economy, fell below Germany to fourth place last year,
according to official figures, though India is expected to
overtake both later this decade. Despite a 1.9% increase,
Japan's nominal 2023 GDP in dollar terms was $4.2
trillion, according to government data, compared to $4.5
trillion in Germany, according to estimates released last
month.

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of market dynamics, providing valuable insights of price

fluctuations.

India Achieves Global Digitalization Milestone As Third
Largest Digital Economy :-

According to a recent study conducted by a Delhi-based
think tank, India is the world's third largest digitalised
country, trailing only the United States of America (USA)
and China. According to the Indian Council for Research
on International Economic Relations (ICRIER)'s State of
India's Digital Economy Report, 2024, India's
digitalisation is better than that of some developed
countries, including the United Kingdom, Germany, and
Japan, in terms of overall digitalisation. However, at the
level of individual users, India is ranked 12th in terms of
digitalisation among the G20 countries.

The 59-year-old
cosmonaut replaced Padalka, who previously held the
record with a total of 878 days, 11 hours, 29 minutes, and
48 seconds.

Israeli Researchers Uncover Underwater Canyon Near
Cyprus :-

The Geological Institute of Israel identified a previously
unknown underwater canyon near Cyprus. The canyon,
named Eratosthenes after the nearby underwater
mountain, dates back to the Messinian Event, which
occurred approximately 5.5 million years ago. The
canyon, which is roughly 10 kilometers wide and 500
meters deep, was buried during the beginning of the
Messinian period before the salt layer was deposited.
Also known as the Messinian salinity crisis, the Messinian
event was a geological event during which the
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Mediterranean Sea went into a cycle of partial or nearly
complete desiccation.

A financial emergency was previously requested
by the governor of Kerala under Article 360(1) of
the Constitution as a result of the State's
declining financial resources.

What is Financial Emergency?

Enshrined in Article 360, it is an essential clause
designed to deal with serious financial crises that
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pose a threat to the stability of the Indian
economy.

Declaration and Authority: The President may
issue a proclamation if he is satisfied that there
is a risk to India's credit or financial stability, or
to any portion of its territory.

CoM recommendation: The statement, which
reflects the executive branch's collective
responsibility, is based on the Council of

Ministers' recommendation.

Legislative Approval

A Financial Emergency may be declared by the
President, but it requires the consent of both
Houses of Parliament to be extended beyond
two months.

When authorized, it is enforceable until the
President revokes it, providing for adaptable
financial crisis management.

Effects and Implications

During a financial emergency, the Center's
executive authority greatly increases, allowing it
to provide states financial directions.

Fiscal policy becomes more centralized, with the
President able to hold up bills approved by state
legislatures for further review.

To overcome financial difficulties, austerity
measures such as reducing public officials'
salaries and benefits are a viable option.
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Judicial Review and Criticism

The President's judgment is final and not subject
to court review thanks to the 38th Amendment
Act of 1975.

The 44th Amendment Act of 1978, however,
made judicial review possible.

without power.
