Day to End Impunity for Crimes Against Journalists. The
day was celebrated by the United Nations to denounce
all attacks on journalists and media workers. The United
Nations General Assembly declared November 2nd as
the International Day to End Impunity for Crimes Against
Journalists in December 2013. The date was chosen to
commemorate the assassination of two French
journalists, Claude Verlon and Ghislaine Dupont, in Mali
on November 2, 2013.

World Jellyfish Day : 03 November :-
Every year on November 3rd, World Jellyfish Day is
observed. Jellyfishes are jelly-like aquatic creatures
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found throughout the ocean. Jellyfish can thrive in any
climate, from warm to cold ocean regions to deep seas
and the coastline. Since 2014, the third of November has
been designated as World Jellyfish Day. Jellyfish are
thought to be older than dinosaurs, having lived on Earth
for more than 500 million years. They have no heart or
bones in their bodies. They do, however, have a central
nervous system and a mouth in the middle of the body.

Almost the last century, 58 separate
tsunamis have killed almost 260,000 people. The toll has
eclipsed every other natural hazard, with an average of
4,600 deaths per disaster. Tsunamis have no boundaries,
thus international cooperation is critical for a better
political and public understanding of risk mitigation
strategies. World Tsunami Awareness Day 2023 theme
will mirror the theme of the International Day of Disaster
which is Reduction: fighting inequality for a resilient
future.”

The United Nations Environment Assembly
adopted a resolution in May 2016 underlining the critical
role that healthy ecosystems and sustainable resources
play in reducing the likelihood of armed conflict. The UN
organization reaffirmed its unwavering commitment to
seeing the Sustainable Development Goals fully
implemented on this occasion.

Infant Protection day : 07 November :-

Infant Protection Day is observed annually on November
7 with the primary objective of increasing awareness
about the safety of newborn lives and providing suitable
care. The day is set aside to discuss the protection and
development of infants during the most critical and
vulnerable period of their lives. Infant mortality is much
higher in India than in other nations because of the poor
healthcare system and facilities. According to the United
Nations' Child Mortality Report for 2018, there were
721,000 baby deaths in India.

National Cancer Awareness Day : 07 November :-
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In India, November 7 is designated as National Cancer
Awareness Day to increase awareness about cancer, of
which 1.1 million instances are registered each year.
National Cancer Awareness Day was first announced in
September 2014 by then-Union Health Minister Dr.
Harsh Vardhan, with November 7 chosen as the date to
coincide with the birth anniversary of Nobel laureate
Marie Curie, who was born on this date in 1867 and
whose research led to the development of radiotherapy
to treat cancer.

CV Raman Birthday : 07 November :-
Chandrashekhara Venkata Raman, born on November 7,
1888 in Tiruchirapalli, Tamil Nadu, was one of India's
greatest physicists. His groundbreaking research resulted
in a physics revolution, none more exciting than the one
that explained why the sea seems blue. Professor CV
Raman was the first person of Asian heritage to be
awarded the Nobel Prize in Physics for his discovery in
1930. The Nobel was awarded for his work on the
scattering of light and for the discovery of the effect
named after him — the Raman effect.

In
1995, UNESCO established a prize to commemorate
Mahatma Gandhi's 125th birth anniversary and to
recognize the UN International Day of Tolerance in order
to promote tolerance and nonviolence. The award was
titled the UNESCO-Madanjeet Singh Prize. It is awarded
for significant activities in the scientific, artistic, cultural
or communication fields. The Prize is awarded every two
years on 16 November on International Day for
Tolerance.

National Press Day : 16 November :-

Every year on November 16th, India observes National
Press Day in honor of the Press Council of India. The day
is intended to commemorate the presence of a free and
responsible press in India. The Press Council of India is in
charge of reviewing the quality of reporting in the Indian
media as well as monitoring other journalistic activity. In
the 2023 World Press Freedom Index, India ranks 161 out
of 180 countries. India’s position has been consistently
falling in the index since 2016 when it was ranked 133.
The reasons behind the fall in ranking is the increased
violence against journalists and a politically partisan
media. The theme for National Press Day 2023 is “Media
in the Era of Artificial Intelligence”.

The 17th century general of Assam's former Ahom
kingdom was recognized for his leadership in the 1671
battle of Saraighat, which repelled Mughal forces'
attempt to take Assam. The battle of Saraighat took place
at Guwahati on the banks of the Brahmaputra. Assam
celebrates Lachit Diwas on November 24 as a tribute to
General Borphukan's valour and heroism. Since 1999, the
National Defence Academy (NDA) has been conferring its
best cadet with the Lachit Borphukan gold medal every
year.

World Heritage Week 2023, Celebrates From
November 19 To 25 :-

Every year, from November 19 to November 25, the
world observes World Heritage Week. The week's goal is

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Fincare SFB To Merge With AU Small Finance Bank

Fincare Small Finance Bank is merging with AU Small
Finance Bank (AU SFB) in an all-share transaction,
marking the first large merger between two small finance
banks. The only NBFC that received a license to launch an
SFB was AU SFB, whereas the remaining successful SFB
hopefuls had a micro finance background. With this
merger, AU SFB gains a microfinance portfolio. The
transaction allows AU SFB to diversify its portfolio by
acquiring access to the rural and financial inclusion-
focused microfinance market. Unlike AU Small Finance
Bank, which transitioned from a NBFC to a bank, Fincare

started as a microfinance institution serving the bottom
of the pyramid.

Dharmendra Pradhan and his UAE counterpart Ahmad Al
Falasi to enhance the two nations' current educational
collaboration.

Kotak Mahindra Bank announced its first joint venture in
the general insurance industry, announcing that it has
entered into definitive agreements with Zurich Insurance
Company Ltd., under which Zurich will invest about 4,051
crore to acquire a 51 percent interest in Kotak General
Insurance. The capital will be used through a
combination of new issues and share purchases, though
the exact split has not been disclosed. The share
purchase agreement permits Zurich to acquire an
additional stake of 19 per cent within a period of three
years from its initial acquisition.
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India And Italy Sign Mobility And Migration
Partnership Agreement To Facilitate Movement Of
Workers, Students :-

Dr. S. Jaishankar, External Affairs Minister, recently met
with Antonio Tajani, Deputy Prime Minister and Foreign
Minister of Italy, in Rome. They discussed the strategic
alliance between India and Italy. They agreed that
potential in agro-tech, innovation, space, defense, and
digital domains should be investigated. After the talks,
they signed Mobility and Migration Partnership

Agreement and the Cultural Exchange Programme to
enable seamless movement of workers, students and
professionals and also address the challenges of illegal
migration.

Development Authority (APEDA) would promote Indian
agricultural products, including millets, across GCC (Gulf
Cooperation Council) member countries, as the Lulu
Group has a presence in these countries in addition to

Egypt and the Far East, under this memorandum of
understanding (MoU).

India And Bhutan Enhance Bilateral Ties With New
Initiatives :-
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India and Bhutan have agreed on many new efforts to
boost trade, technology, and cross-border connectivity,
including a survey for the first rail link between the two
countries, which will be built with Indian assistance. The
steps were agreed upon during a meeting between
Prime Minister Narendra Modi and visiting Bhutan King
Jigme Khesar Namgyel Wangchuck, who is in the country
with a group of senior officials for a week. The visit comes
against the backdrop of reports of China and Bhutan
inching towards an agreement to settle their disputed
boundary.

RBI Revises Bulk Deposit Limit Of Regional Rural
Banks To Rs 1 Crore :-

The Reserve Bank of India (RBI) has announced an
increase in the bulk deposit limit for Regional Rural Banks
(RRBs) from Rs 15 lakh to Rs 1 crore. The decision was
made following a review of RRBs' bulk deposit limit. The
term "Bulk Deposit" is defined differently by each bank.
For designated commercial and small finance banks, the
bulk deposit limit is Rs 2 crore and above. For RRBs, the
limit has been increased from Rs 15 lakh to Rs 1 crore.
The move is expected to provide a more level playing
field for banks.

According to a circular issued by the central
bank, such firms will be classified as Payment
Aggregators-Cross Border (PA-CB). "Keeping in view the
developments that have taken place in the area of cross-
border payments, it has been decided to bring all entities
facilitating cross-border payment transactions for import

and export of goods and services under direct regulation
of the RBI," it said.

RBI Imposes Penalties On Punjab National Bank,
Federal Bank :-

For non-compliance with certain regulatory criteria, the
Reserve Bank issued a Rs 72 lakh penalty on state-owned
Punjab National Bank and a Rs 30 lakh penalty on private
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sector Federal Bank. It has also fined Mercedes-Benz
Financial Services India Private Ltd (previously known as
Daimler Financial Services India Private Ltd) Rs 10 lakh for
failing to comply with certain terms of the Know Your
Customer (KYC) Direction, 2016. The penalty on Punjab
National Bank has been imposed for non-compliance
with certain provisions related to ‘interest rate on

advances’ and ‘customer service in banks.’

RBI Imposes Monetary Penalty On Four Co-
Operative Banks And One NBFC :-

The Reserve Bank has imposed monetary penalties on
four cooperative banks and one non-banking financial
company (NBFC) for regulatory compliance problems.
Shree Lodra Nagarik Sahakari Bank Ltd, Malpur Nagarik
Sahakari Bank Ltd, Jolarpet Co-operative Urban Bank Ltd
and Limbasi Urban Co-operative Bank are the co-
operative banks, and Early Salary Services Private Ltd is
the NBFC. The Reserve Bank imposed a monetary penalty
of %4.00 lakh on Shree Lodra Nagarik Sahakari Bank
Limited, Lodra, Dist. Gandhinagar, Gujarat for non-
compliance with the directions issued by RBI on ‘Loans

and advances to directors, relatives and firms

The Reserve Bank of India (RBI) has ordered Bajaj Finance
to halt loan disbursements under its 'eCOM' and 'Insta

EMI Card' products immediately. "The Reserve Bank of
India has, in exercise of its powers under section
451(1)(b) of the Reserve Bank of India Act, 1934, has
directed Bajaj Finance Ltd. (“the company”) to stop
sanction and disbursal of loans under its two lending
products ‘eCOM’ and ‘Insta EMI Card’, with immediate
effect,”" the central bank said. The decision results from
the company's non-compliance with the Digital Lending
Guidelines.

RBI hikes risk weights on unsecured bank, NBFC
loans :-

The Reserve Bank of India (RBI) has raised the risk weight
for consumer loans, credit card exposures, and loans to
non-banking financial companies (NBFCs) by 25 per cent
(now standing at 125 per cent), expressing worries about
the rapid expansion of these types of consumer loans.
This adjustment will result in higher costs for both banks
and non-banking lenders engaged in consumer lending.
Banks are required to maintain a certain level of capital
adequacy to ensure they have enough capital to cover
potential losses.

Karnataka Bank partners with HDFC Life Insurance
The Karnataka Bank Ltd has entered into a corporate
alliance with HDFC Life Insurance Company Ltd to
distribute life insurance products. This collaboration
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aims to provide Karnataka Bank’s customers with a range
of financial solutions by leveraging the bank’s experience
and HDFC Life’s expertise in life insurance.

According to Clearing
Corp of India data, these banks purchased bonds worth
a total of Rs 8,343 crore (51 billion), the largest such buy
since November 15, 2016. This pushed overall buying to
above Rs 20,000 crore for November, after net sales of
Rs 10,100 crore in October.

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India Submits ‘Letter of Request’ To France For 26

In a momentous milestone, India has sent the French
government a Letter of Request for the procurement of
26 Rafale Marine fighter aircraft for the Indian Navy
under a government-to-government agreement.
According to top defense officials, the Letter of Request
was handed to the French government a few days ago,
and they are anticipated to decide on the Indian request
and answer in the near future. The Indian Navy and the
Indian government are working in a fast-track mode to
ensure that the acquisition contract is signed at the
earliest and Indian carriers can operate the highly

capable aircraft to ensure an edge for New Delhi in the
Indian Ocean region.

Indian Air Force Phases Out Mig-21 Bison Squadron
Based At Uttarlai:-

The final flight of a MiG-21 Bison aircraft took place lately
in the skies of Uttarlai, Barmer district. The MiG-21 Bison
aircraft flew in formation with the Su-30 MKI on this
momentous day, signifying the transfer. Personnel from
all three military were present for this occasion. For six
decades, the MiG-21 Squadron has served the country
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and made major contributions to the combat effort
during Indo-Pak hostilities. The squadron known as
"OORIALS" has been operating MiG-21 since 1966 and is
now being re-equipped with Sukhoi-30 MKI aircraft.

United States military recently conducted a
Minuteman Illl missile :-

The United States Air Force says it destroyed a
Minuteman Il missile over the Pacific Ocean after an
anomaly was discovered following its launch from
Vandenberg Air Force Base in California. The Air Force
did not clarify, but said say it was established a launch
analysis group to look into the incident. Boeing's nuclear-
capable Minuteman Il is critical to the US military's
strategic arsenal. The missile has a range of 6,000-plus
miles (9,660-plus km) and can travel at a speed of about
15,000 miles per hour (24,000 kph).

‘Surat’ Becomes The First Navy Warship To Be
Named After A City In Gujarat :-

Gujarat Chief Minister Bhupendra Patel unveiled the
crest of the Indian Navy's latest vessel 'Surat' in the
presence of Chief of Naval Staff Admiral R Hari Kumar
and other senior commanders. This is the first warship to
be named after a Gujarat city, and it is also the first time
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the unveiling of a warship's crest has taken place in the
city after which it has been named. Defence Minister
Rajnath Singh had launched this indigenously
constructed ship, which is a guided missile destroyer, in
March last year at Mumbai.

Chanakya Defence Dialogue 2023 Concludes With
Takeaways On Security Challenges :-
The Chanakya Defence Dialogue 2023, a two-day
unprecedented event led by the Indian Army in
partnership with the Centre for Land Warfare Studies
(CLAWS), concluded on November 4 with takeaways on
South Asian and Indo-Pacific security problems. The
event organised in Manekshaw Centre on November 3
and 4, over six different sessions, was centred around the
theme, 'Serving India and the Indo-Pacific Region:
Collaborating for Comprehensive Security'. The Dialogue,
inspired by the sagacity of the ancient strategist
Chanakya, unfolded crucial discussions on global and
regional security issues.

Hermes 900 Starliner drones set to be inducted

into Indian Army :-

Given the current situation along the Line of Actual
Control (LAC) in eastern Ladakh, India is planning to buy
more Israeli medium-altitude, long-endurance
unmanned aerial vehicles to improve the Indian Army's
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surveillance capabilities along the country's northern
borders. “Hermes Starliner 900 drones with satellite
communication facilities will arrive next year,” an official
said, adding that the existing UAV fleets will also undergo
upgrades to closely monitor activities along India’s
disputed boundary with China. The Hermes 900 UAVs are
currently in use in the ongoing Israeli-Hamas conflict.

Indian Army To Order 500 HELINA 'Tank-Buster'
Missiles :-

By inducting multiple helicopters, drones, and missiles,
the Indian Army is expanding its strike, surveillance, and
airlift capabilities. Induction of 126 light utility
helicopters, 90 combat choppers, six heavy-duty Apache
gunships, and 25 advanced light helicopters is planned.
The Army will also receive approximately 500 Helina
third-generation tank-killing missiles with a maximum
attack range of 8 kilometers. “Production of the missiles
will begin after their integration process on the ALHs is
completed in another year or so,” an official said.

Russia Pulled Out Of Treaty Of Conventional Armed
Forces In Europe :-

Russia has formally withdrew from the Conventional
Armed Forces in Europe Treaty (CFE), citing NATO
expansion as an obstacle to cooperation. Russia recently
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rescinded the Comprehensive Nuclear Test Ban Treaty
(CTBT) and conducted an intercontinental ballistic
missile test launch. The CFE, signed in 1990 following the
collapse of the Berlin Wall, aimed to limit conventional
weaponry and prevent a fast buildup of forces between
Cold War adversaries. Moscow, holding an advantage in
conventional weaponry at the time, was initially

reluctant to embrace the pact.
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Rajnath Singh In Indonesia For" ASEAN Defence
Ministers' Meet :-

Defence Minister Rajnath Singh is on a two-day visit
(from November 16 to 17) to Indonesia to attend a
meeting of a grouping comprising 10-nation ASEAN and
some of its dialogue partners that is expected to
deliberate on evolving regional security scenarios. Mr

Singh is likely to present India's views on dealing with
major security challenges facing the region at the ASEAN
Defence Ministers' Meeting Plus (ADMM-Plus). ADMM-
Plus is a platform comprising 10-nation ASEAN and its
eight dialogue partners -- India, China, Australia, Japan,
New Zealand, Republic of Korea, Russia and the United
States.

Navy's 4th Anti-Submarine Waterfare Craft 'Amini'
Launched :-

Amini', the fourth in a series of eight Anti-Submarine
Warfare Shallow Water Craft (ASW-SWC) projects built
by Garden Reach Shipbuilders and Engineers (GRSE) for
the Indian Navy, was launched on 15 November at
Kattupalli in Tamil Nadu.

Indian Navy tests first indigenously developed
‘anti-ship missile’ :-

Following initial trials in May of last year, India just
completed its second trial of its indigenous naval anti-
ship missile. The test was conducted in collaboration
with the Defence Research and Development
Organization (DRDO) and the Indian Navy. In a post on X
from its official handle, the Navy said, "This firing is a
significant step towards achieving self-reliance in niche
missile technology, including seeker and guidance
technologies." According to an official statement, the

missile employs several new technologies, including an
indigenously developed launcher for the helicopter.
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Meghalaya: India-US Joint Exercise Vajra Prahar
commences in Umroi:-

On November 21, a combined drill of Indian and US
special forces began in Meghalaya's Umroi Cantonment.
The 14th such exercise, dubbed 'Vajra Prahar 2023, is
intended at sharing best practices and experiences in
areas such as collaborative mission planning and
operational tactics, according to a Defense official. The
US contingent is represented by personnel from the 1st
Special Forces Group while the Indian Army contingent is
led by the Special Forces personnel from the Eastern
Command. The first edition of the joint exercise was
conducted in 2010.

Indian Navy Deploys INS Sumedha In Mozambique
To Boost Interoperability :-

Indian Naval Ship Sumedha, which was on an extended
deployment to Africa, was in Maputo and held joint
Exclusive Economic Zone surveillance with the
Mozambique Navy between November 23 and 25. The
port call is intended to reinforce long-standing
diplomatic relations, strengthen marine cooperation,
and increase interoperability between the two navies.
During the port visit, the commanding officer will pay
courtesy calls on several Mozambican dignitaries and
government officials, including the Navy Commandant,
Mozambique Navy, and the Mayor of Maputo City.
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India- Nepal Joint Military Exercise Surya Kiran-
17:-

The 17th round of the India-Nepal joint military exercise
'Surya Kiran' is being held in Pithoragarh, Uttarakhand.
The annual drill, which alternates between the two
countries, will end on December 7, 2023, according to a
statement from the Defence Ministry. According to the
ministry, the two-week exercise aims to improve

interoperability in jungle warfare, counter-terrorism
operations in hilly terrain, and humanitarian assistance
and disaster relief under the United Nations Charter on
peacekeeping missions.

Indian Coast Guard And Navy To Acquire 15 C-295
Aircraft For Maritime Surveillance:-

The Indian Coast Guard and Navy will acquire 15 C-295
transport aircraft produced in India through a joint
venture between Tata Advanced Systems and Airbus.
This is a significant boost for Make in India in the defense
industry. The plans for the procurement of these 15
aircraft are nearing completion in the defense ministry,
with the Navy acquiring nine planes and the Indian Coast
Guard acquiring six.
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Swan Energy Pays X231 Cr To Acquire Reliance
Naval And Engineering :-

Swan Energy paid 231 crore through its special purpose
vehicle Hazel Infra to acquire Reliance Naval and
Engineering before the deadline of November 15. The
National Company Law Tribunal's next hearing in this
case is scheduled for November 22. The corporation
intends to begin the process of changing its name soon.
Swan Energy has solidified its plans to become the
largest private participant in the commercial and naval
defense vessel building and ship maintenance segments
with this acquisition. The largest shipyard in India with a

Tata Motors Wins X766 Crore Arbitration Award In
Singur Plant Dispute :-

Tata Motors expects to recoup 766 crore for its
investment in the decommissioned Singur plant, which
was originally slated to produce the Tata Nano. This
update comes after the corporation was awarded an
arbitral verdict on October 30, 2023, bringing the
proceedings against the West Bengal Industrial
Development Corporation Limited (WBIDC), the nodal
agency of the West Bengal government's Industry,
Commerce, and Enterprises Department, to a close. The
three-member Arbitral Tribunal ruled unanimously in

favour of Tata Motors.

October Gross GST Collections Reach X1.72 Lakh
Crore :-
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Gross Goods and Services Tax (GST) revenues in India
increased at a 10-month high rate of 13.4% in October,
reaching the second highest monthly total of 1.72 lakh
crore. GST receipts increased 5.7% in October compared
to September, when indirect tax growth dropped toa 27-
month low of 10.2%. The 13.4% revenue increase is the

highest year-on-year increase since December 2022,
breaking a three-month record of decline. Domestic
transactions and services imports yielded a 13% uptick in
October’s revenues.

More Than 97% Of Rs 2,000 Notes Returned: RBI :-
According to the Reserve Bank, more than 97% of the Rs
2,000 banknotes in circulation have been returned to the
banking system, with only Rs 10,000 crore still in
circulation. On May 19, this year, the RBI announced the
withdrawal of Rs 2,000 denomination banknotes from
circulation. "The total value of Rs 2,000 banknotes in
circulation, which amounted to Rs 3.56 lakh crore as at
the close of business on May 19, 2023, when the
withdrawal of Rs 2,000 banknotes was announced, has
declined to Rs 0.1 lakh crore as at the close of business

on October 31, 2023," it said in a circular.

Italian Luxury Brand, Brioni, Enters Indian Market

Brioni, a menswear brand owned by French luxury
conglomerate Kering, has been launched in India by DS
Luxury, a Dharampal Satyapal conglomerate Limited
entity. The first boutique of the Italian luxury brand will
open in Delhi's The Chanakya mall, offering ready-to-
wear apparel and accessories, as well as bespoke
services. DS Group, which offers FMCG items under the
Catch brand, also announced a deal with luxury Swiss
chocolate company Laderach earlier this year to market
it in India. DS Group also has other luxury investments
and has brands like Berluti, and Tom Ford in its luxury
division.
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RBI Allows NRIs To Buy Sovereign Green Bonds :-

The RBI has issued a notification permitting NRIs to invest
in the Government's Sovereign Green Bonds issued for
2023-24 without limits. "It has now been decided to
designate all Sovereign Green Bonds issued by the
government in the fiscal year 2023-24 as 'specified
securities' under the FAR (fully accessible route)," said
the circular published by the RBI. The instructions in the
announcement are "applicable with immediate effect,"
according to the RBI. In the current fiscal year, the
government intends to borrow Rs 20,000 crore through

Retail Inflation Drops To 4-Month Low Of 4.87% In
October :-

Retail inflation, or consumer inflation, fell to a four-
month low of 4.87 percent in October, while food
inflation remained largely stable at 6.6 percent,
according to statistics provided by the National Statistical
Office (NSO). In October, the Consumer Food Price Index
(CFPI) registered an inflation rate of 6.61 percent, up
from 6.62 percent in September, which was revised up
from 6.56 percent. It had stood at 7.01 per cent in
October 2022. Cereals inflation stood at 10.65 per cent
in October, continuing to be in double digits for the
second month in a row.
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FDI shrinks 7.8% in second quarter of FY24 :-
Foreign direct investment (FDI) equity inflows fell 7.7%
to $9.5 billion in the July-September quarter of FY24,
according to data issued by the Department for
Promotion of Industry and Internal Trade (DPIIT). Inflows
totaled $10.3 billion a year ago. Total FDI into India,
which includes equity inflows, reinvested earnings, and
other capita, fell 7.8% year on year to $15.3 billion in the
second quarter of current fiscal year, from $16.6 billion
the previous year. As per the data, the equity inflows fell
24% on-year in the first half of FY24 at $20.4 billion with
Singapore being the top source followed by Mauritius.

The sale
was made through an open market transaction, in which
BH International Holdings, an affiliate of Berkshire
Hathaway, offloaded over 1.56 crore shares of Paytm on
the National Stock Exchange (NSE).

RBI Takes Action Against Abhyudaya Cooperative
Bank’s Governance Issues :-

Due to "material concerns," the Reserve Bank of India
has taken over the board of Mumbai-based Abhyudaya
Cooperative Bank for a period of 12 months. Satya
Prakash Pathak, former Chief General Manager of State
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Bank of India, has been nominated as "Administrator" to
run the business of the Mumbai-based bank during this
period by the banking regulator. RBI has also appointed
a “Committee of Advisors” to assist the Administrator to
discharge his duties. According to the bank’s website, it
has 109 branches. Of these, 18 branches provide service
seven days a week and the bank also has 113 ATMs.

RBI Imposes Fine Of Rs 10.34 Crore On BoB,
Citibank, And IOB :-

The Reserve Bank of India has fined Citibank, Bank of
Baroda, and Indian Overseas Bank a total of Rs 10.34
crore for violating several regulatory requirements. The
RBI levied the maximum penalty of Rs 5 crore on Citibank
NA for non-compliance with depositor education and
awareness fund scheme and code of conduct on
outsourcing of financial services, according to a

FATF Removes Cayman Islands From Its ‘Grey List’

The Financial Action Task Force (FATF), an
intergovernmental organization that establishes anti-
money laundering guidelines, has removed the Cayman
Islands from its "grey list." Aside from Cayman, Panama,
Jordan, and Albania have been removed from the list,
requiring states to be subjected to enhanced scrutiny
until the noted weaknesses in their system are
addressed. Such measures are taken to ensure that
governments' anti-money laundering (AML), counter-
terrorism funding (CFT), and financing proliferation
systems are strengthened.
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Akhaura- Agartala rail link inaugurated virtually by
PM Modi, Sheikh Hasina :-
Prime Minister Narendra Modi and Bangladeshi
counterpart Sheikh Hasina virtually launched a train link
linking Northeast India and Bangladesh. The Agartala-
Akhaura project will also reduce travel time from
Agartala to Kolkata from 31 hours to 10 hours. The
project is expected to enhance bilateral tourism, trade,
and people-to-people exchanges. In the 12.24-km
Agartala-Akhaura railway line, 5.46 kilometres lie on the
Indian side in Tripura, and 6.78 km in the Akhaura upa-
zilla in Brahmanbaria district of Bangladesh.

Widespread Displacement Crisis In The Democratic
Republic Of Congo (DRC) :-

The UN International Organization for Migration (I0M)
stated on October 30 that the number of internally
displaced people in the Democratic Republic of the
Congo (DRC) had climbed to 6.9 million. AlImost a million
people have been displaced in the eastern region of
North Kivu as a result of the ongoing violence with the
rebel group Mouvement du 23 Mars (M23). The conflict
in the DRC dates back to the 1990s when it went through
two civil wars in 1996 and 1998. The conflict erupted in
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the wake of the Rwandan genocide in 1994 where ethnic
Hutu extremists killed nearly one million minority ethnic

Tutsis and non-extremist Hutus.

Maldives President-elect Mohamed Muizzu took the
oath of office on 17 November at a ceremony in the
capital Male, where India was represented by Union
Minister Kiren Rijiju.

India
is looking forward to productive discussions with the new
leadership of the Maldives to further enhance the
bilateral relationship, High Commissioner of India to
Maldives Munu Mahawar said last month.

After 14 Years :-

Omegle, a renowned website that allowed people to
chat, discuss, and interact with strangers from all over
the world, has closed after 14 years of operation. Leif K-
Brooks, the website's owner, stated that he made the
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decision because the “stress and expense of operating
Omegle, and fighting its misuse — are simply too much.”
Omegle, which was founded in 2009, was a platform that
allowed users to engage with random people on the
internet without having to give any personal
information. The anonymous online chat service did not
require users to register to talk, which may have
contributed to the service's tremendous popularity.

IAF Surya Kiran Team's exhibited Air Show ahead
of World Cup Final:-

On 19 November, prior to the Cricket World Cup final
between India and Australia at the Narendra Modi
Stadium in Ahmedabad, the Indian Air Force's Surya

The decision was made at a meeting
of the International Cricket Council (ICC) Board in
Ahmedabad. The ICC also decided to move the Under-19
World Cup, scheduled to be held from January 14 to
February 15, to South Africa from Sri Lanka, in view of the
administrative uncertainty in Sri Lanka Cricket.

Modi Skips BRICS-Plus Meet On Israel-Hamas :-
Prime Minister Narendra Modi did not attend the BRICS
Plus meeting on the Israel-Hamas conflict. External
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Affairs Minister S Jaishankar essentially attended on his
behalf. According to Jaishankar, the immediate crisis was
precipitated by the terrorist incident on October 7.
“Where terrorism itself is concerned, none of us should
or can compromise with it. Hostage taking is equally
unacceptable and cannot be condoned. Subsequent
developments have deepened our concern even more as
we witness large scale civilian casualties and a
humanitarian crisis. We strongly condemn any death of
civilians,” he said.

Afghanistan permanently shuts down its embassy
in India :-

Effective from 23 November, the Embassy of Afghanistan
has permanently closed down in New Delhi. This decision
comes after the embassy ceased operations on
September 30, when the senior Afghan diplomats and
the ambassador representing the Government of the
Islamic Republic of Afghanistan left India. Despite the
hope for a normalized mission, the embassy faced
ongoing challenges, leading to this permanent closure.
Over the past two years and three months, the Afghan
community in India has witnessed a significant decline.

Israel And Hamas Reach Truce Deal, Set To Release
50 Hostages :-

After weeks of all-out battle, Israel and Hamas
announced a compromise in which at least 50 hostages
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and scores of Palestinian detainees would be released, as
well as a four-day truce for besieged Gaza inhabitants. In
the first major diplomatic breakthrough of the war,
Palestinian operatives will free 50 women and children
captured during their October 7 raids during a four-day
truce. After weeks of Qatar-brokered negotiations,
Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu's cabinet
approved the truce accord after a near-all-night meeting,
in which he told ministers this was a "difficult decision

but it's a right decision."
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Israel Officially Designates Lashkar-E-Taiba As A
Terrorist Organization :-

On November 21, the 15th anniversary of the 2008
Mumbai terror attack, Israel formally classified Lashkar-
e-Taiba as a terrorist organization. According to a
statement issued by the Israeli Embassy, this decision
was made without a formal request from the
Government of India. "Despite not being requested by
the Government of India to do so, the state of Israel has
formally completed all necessary procedures and has
satisfied all required checks and regulations to the result
of introducing Lashkar-e-Taiba into the Israeli list of

illegal terror organisations," the Embassy said.
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Malaysia Opens Visa-Free Travel For Citizens Of
India And China :-

According to Prime Minister Anwar Ibrahim, Malaysia
has formally eliminated entrance visa requirements for
people of India and China as of December 1. According
to Anwar's statement at the People's Justice Party's

International Cricket At Age 33 :-

David Willey, an England seamer, has declared his
retirement from all forms of international cricket. Willey
announced on social media that he will retire from
international cricket at the end of the 2023 World Cup
campaign. The seamer was instrumental in England's
transition to white-ball cricket, taking the most wickets
in the 2016 T20 World Cup in India. Willey took 10
wickets in six matches in a tournament that England
finally lost in the final to the West Indies. Willey's

retirement comes during England's turbulant World Cup
2023 campaign, where the defending champion have lost
5 of their first 6 matches in the tournament.

Tests, 103 one-day internationals, and 132 Twenty20
internationals. Lanning, who won two ODIs World Cups
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and five T20 World Cups, amassed 8,352 runs in
international cricket after making her debut in 2010. That
total included 17 centuries and 38 half-centuries.

A
tight rein on revenue spending during the last two
months, combined with stronger tax collection, has kept
the fiscal deficit from ballooning.

Indian art historian and a world authority on miniature
paintings, Brijinder Nath Goswamy passed away on 17
November in Chandigarh due to prolonged ill health. He
was 90. Born in August 1933, the Padma Shri and Padma
Bhushan awardee BNG, as he was lovingly known in art
circles, often called himself an “accidental art historian”.
Best known for his path-breaking work on the Pahari
style of paintings, Prof Goswamy is the author of more
than 26 books. In 1958, he quit the prestigious civil
services to pursue a career in academics and research.

Former RBI Governor S Venkitaramanan passed
away at 92 :-

Former governor of the Reserve Bank of India, S
Venkitaramanan, who helmed the central bank in the
crucial crisis years of 1990-91, passed away on 18
November after a brief iliness.

BigBasket Tops Fairwork Index For Gig Workers:-

According to research firm Fairwork India, Tata-owned
BigBasket is the best platform for gig workers, while ride-
hailing giants Uber and Ola, as well as logistics startup
Porter, are the worst. The paper assesses 12 platforms in
India that provide location-based services in industries
such as home and personal care, logistics, food delivery,

Between 2000 and
2022, per capita income in India increased from USD 442
to USD 2,389. Between 2004 and 2019, poverty rates
(based on the international poverty line of USD 2.15 per
day) fell from 40% to 10%.

National Coal Index Increases By 3.83 Points In
September :-

According to an official announcement, the National Coal
Index (NCI), which measures changes in coal prices, has
climbed by 3.83 points to 143.91 points in September
2023. This increase was caused by a temporary uptick in
world coal prices, according to a statement from the
Ministry of Coal. The Ministry of Coal launched the
National Coal Index (NCI) on June 4, 2020. It is a price
index that shows the change in coal prices in a given
month relative to a defined base year.

Over 17 lakh diyas were lit up throughout the Ram ki Pairi
ghats in 2022. However, that year Guinness Book of
World Records considered only those diyas which
remained lit up for at least five minutes, hence the record
was set at 15,76,955 diyas.
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Goldman Sachs Adjusts Ratings In Asian Markets:
Upgrades India, Downgrades China :-

Goldman Sachs Group Inc. recently made major changes
toits ratings in Asian markets, including a significant drop
on Hong Kong-traded Chinese stocks and an upgrade on
Indian equities. Various factors, including limited
earnings growth in China and the strategic appeal of the
Indian market, have influenced the decision. The
investment bank has downgraded Chinese companies
listed in Hong Kong to market-weight, reflecting a more
neutral posture. This decision is rooted in the belief that,
given the prevailing valuations, earnings will be the
primary driver of returns in the Asian markets.

Morgan Stanley Forecasts Robust 6 5% Growth For
India’s Economy In FY24 And FY25 :-

According to Morgan Stanley, the calm in India's $3.7
trillion stock market is likely to be disturbed as the
world's most populous country goes to the polls in
approximately six months.

These missions are part of
India's plans to build a space station by 2035 and land
humans on the Moon by 2040. ISRO is also planning two
launches in November and December utilizing the PSLV
and GSLV-Mk2 rockets. ISRO is also planning to launch
the NASA-ISRO Synthetic Aperture Radar (NISAR) in the
first quarter of next year. The ‘lunar hop’ performed by
Chandrayaan-3 lander Vikram is seen as a precursor for
the sample return mission, which will still need a lot of

work.

Asia-Pacific Airlines Aim For 5% Green Fuel Usage
By 2030 :-

The Association of Asia-Pacific Airlines (AAPA) has set a
ground-breaking aim of 5% sustainable aviation fuel
(SAF) utilization by 2030 for its 14 member carriers,
including newly recruited Air India. This effort is intended
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to solve the aviation industry's carbon emissions issues,
indicating a considerable demand for sustainable fuel
generation. While some regions, like the European
Union (EU), have implemented mandates for sustainable
aviation fuel usage, the AAPA highlights the importance
of ensuring an adequate supply before enforcing such
mandates without a stable supply of SAF may not be
effective.

LNG Transfer :-

GAIL, India's largest gas provider, has completed 'the
world's first ship-to-ship liquefied natural gas (LNG)
transfer to save on transportation costs and reduce
emissions as the state-owned institution seeks new
methods to expand revenue, according to company
officials. GAIL has purchased 5.8 million tonnes of LNG
(natural gas supercooled to liquid form) from the United
States. The company brings this volume to India via LNG
ships. The ship typically travels a distance of about
19,554 nautical miles for a round trip to transport LNG
from Sabine Pass in the US to India via the Suez Canal and
Gibraltar. This journey takes approximately 54 days and
emits about 15,600 tonnes of CO2.

James Webb Space Telescope observed ice-
covered pebbles :-
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NASA's James Webb Space Telescope has observed an
elaborate cosmic supply chain consisting of ice-covered
pebbles which are apparently drifting inward from the
outer Solar System. It is delivering water to still-forming
planets closer to their stars, which was a long-proposed
theory of planet formation. The debate over Earth’s
water has raged for decades. Somehow, Earth ended up
with oceans of water, but it’s not clear where it came
from. There are several ideas, including the theory that
our water came from comets and asteroids that collided
with Earth.

IIT Ropar Discovers Rare Metal ‘Tantalum’ In Sutlej
River, Punjab :-

Tantalum, a rare metal used in the manufacture of
electronic components, has been identified in the Sutlej
river sand in Punjab by a team of researchers from the
Indian Institute of Technology (IIT), Ropar. A team led by
Dr. Resmi Sebastian, assistant professor at the institute's
Civil Engineering Department, produced the discovery.
The metal was discovered in samples gathered from the
Sutlej basin while the researchers were working on an
unrelated subject. Dr Resmi Sebastian said since traces
of tantalum have been found, it could be in the interest
of the state for economic viability to mine such rare
metals.
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IISR-Kozhikode Develops New High-Yielding
Pepper Variety :-

The ICAR-Indian Institute of Spices Research (ICAR-IISR),
Kozhikode, has developed the 'lISR Chandra' a high-
yielding of black pepper. The genome sequencing of the
variety has also been done by the institute. Shivakumar
MS, B Sasikumar, KV Saji, Sheeja TE, KS Krishnamurthy,
and Sivaranjani are part of the research team. 'lISR
Chandra' has a long spike, compact setting, and large
fruit. It also has a higher ideal spike intensity than other
existing kinds and can produce 7.5 kg of pepper per
plant.

Saudi Arabia To Host 2034 FIFA World Cup :-

The Indian team was pushed to the
silver by China which was dominant with a world record
of 1777 points, 13 better than India.

Mohammed Shami Becomes _India’s Leading
Wicket Taker In World Cup History :-

During the India versus Sri Lanka 2023 World Cup match
at Mumbai's Wankhede Stadium, Mohammed Shami
became India's top wicket-taker in ODI World Cup
history. Shami surpassed Zaheer Khan and Javagal
Srinath with 45 wickets in ODI World Cups after his fifer
against the Lankans.

Diana Edulji has etched her name in
the annals of cricketing history as the first Indian woman
to be inducted into the ICC Hall of Fame. Her impressive
record during her cricketing career includes 20 Tests,
where she contributed with both bat and ball, amassing
404 runs and claiming 63 wickets at an average of 25.77.

Rohit Sharma Now First Batsman To Hit 50 Sixes In
World Cup :-
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Indian captain Rohit Sharma became the World Cup's
first player to hit 50 sixes. The 36-year-old made the
mark in the semifinal match against New Zealand in
Mumbai, scoring 47 runs off 29 balls when he lifted fast
bowler Trent Boult over backward square leg.

dearness allowance at 14% and increasing the
state government's contribution from 10% to
14%. Permission to grant NPS subscribers a
death-cum-retirement  payout was also
suggested in the report.

Why the Report Supports NPS?

e Long-Term View: The committee took a long-
term approach to pension issues, predicting that
maintaining NPS will eventually lower pension
outlays relative to the state's GDP.

e Reducing the Revenue Deficit: As pension
outlays decline, so does the revenue deficit's
portion, freeing up funds for social services and
capital projects.

Arguments against NPS in Kerala

e Low Annuities: Compared to the previous
pension plan, retirees under the NPS have
reported receiving very little in the way of
annuities.

e Market Risks: Because contributions are spread
throughout a variety of assets, there are worries
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about how stock market crashes may affect NPS
investments.

Demand for Reintroduction: As a result of
employee demand, several states have brought
back statutory pension plans.

He gained notoriety for writing "Nazrulgeeti"
songs.

In West Bengal, Bangladesh, these songs are
nearly as well-liked and well-known as
Rabindranath Tagore's Rabindrasangeet.
Because he wrote more than 4,000 songs, many
of which were about rebelling and battling
against unjust laws and strong rulers, Nazrul is
frequently referred to as the “Vidrohi Kavi (Rebel
Poet)”.

Bengali freedom warriors battling against British
colonial oppression were motivated by these
songs.

In addition to being regarded as Bangladesh's
national poet, he is also highly regarded in West
Bengal, India.

Understanding “Karar Oi Louho Kopat”

Nazrul was a fervent advocate of India's fight for
freedom from British colonial control. He
inspired and mobilized people against British
oppression through his poems and writings.

The song, which was first published in 1922 in
"Banglar Katha" and then appeared in Nazrul's
"Bhangar Gaan," was written as an appeal to
smash jail walls as a sign of defiance against
British rule.

After the British imprisoned Deshbandhu
Chittaranjan Das (1870-1925) in 1922, he wrote
the hymn of revolt.

necessitates attention to four critical facets: regulating

donations, imposing expenditure limits, public financing,

and disclosure requirements.
(A) Donations:

Regulation and Limitation: Certain people or
organizations, including foreign entities, may not
be allowed to contribute in order to avoid undue
influence.

Donation Caps: Whether they come from private
citizens, businesses, or civil society
organizations, donation caps are essential to
counteracting the power of a few large donors.
For example, the UK uses expenditure
limitations, but the US uses different
contribution limits depending on the type of

contributor.

(B) Expenditure Limits:

Balancing Political Competitiveness: By keeping
political parties from engaging in a financial arms
race, expenditure caps protect their ability to
concentrate on garnering support rather than
generating money.

As an illustration: Political parties are not
allowed to spend more than £30,000 on each
contested seat in the UK. Nevertheless, attempts
to establish spending caps have been hampered
by the US's liberal interpretation of the First
Amendment.

(C) Public Financing:
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Two Methods Funding from the public sector
may be distributed according to preset
standards, such as the German method that
takes membership dues, previous votes, and
account. As an

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alternative, voters might designate public cash
to politicians of their choice using democracy
vouchers, as demonstrated in Seattle, USA.
Challenge: While public funding can serve as a
supplement to private donations, it does not
provide a comprehensive solution for managing
private funds.

(D) Disclosure Requirements:

Keeping Anonymity and Transparency in Check:
Voters are discouraged from choosing politicians
who engage in quid pro quo agreements when
there is disclosure. Mandatory disclosure isn't
always a good idea, though, as it puts donors at
risk of reprisals, which could discourage
donations.

The Function of Anonymity: Donors may be
shielded from extortion or retaliation by
anonymity. For many jurisdictions, finding a
balance between transparency and anonymity is

a problem.

Chilean Experiment: Complete Anonymity?

"Reserved Contributions" in Chile: The Electoral
Service received contributions from supporters
of political parties and transmitted the money to
them without disclosing the identify of the giver.
Coordination Issues: Although total anonymity
was intended, the effectiveness of the system
was jeopardized by coordination issues between
parties and donors.

Political parties in the UK are required to disclose
donations that surpass £7,500 annually, whereas
the US and Germany have different thresholds of
$200 and €10,000, respectively.

What are Eclipses?

e Astronomical occurrences known as eclipses
happen when the sun, moon, and Earth line up
precisely.

e Eclipses come in two main varieties: solar and
lunar.

e  When the moon passes in front of the sun during
a new moon, it blocks out the sun's light, causing
a solar eclipse.

e Ontheotherhand, alunar eclipse happens when
the Earth passes in front of the sun and moon
during a full moon, shadowing the moon.

Why is there no eclipse every full and new moon?
Ans. Moon’s Unique Orbit

e Moon's Path: The moon does one orbit around

the planet every month or so.
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e Ecliptic Plane: Ideally, we would see a solar
eclipse at every new moon and a lunar eclipse
during every full moon if the moon's orbit
aligned with Earth's orbital plane, also known as
the ecliptic.

e Moon's Inclination: Nevertheless, irregular
eclipse patterns result from the moon's orbit
being inclined at an inclination of roughly 5
degrees to the Earth's orbital plane.

Role of Lunar Nodes

e Lunar Nodes: Depending on the direction of the
moon's orbit, the moon's orbit crosses the
Earth's orbital plane at particular locations
known as nodes. These nodes can be classified as
ascending or descending.

e Eclipse Occurrence: Eclipses are caused by the
sun, moon, and Earth being in alighment when a
full or new moon passes near one of these
nodes.

Eclipse Pairs and Seasons

e Eclipse Pairs: Usually, two weeks separate the
time of a solar or lunar eclipse, with one
occurring after the other.

e Eclipse Seasons: Typically, two eclipses—a solar
and a lunar eclipse—occur during these about
34-35-day periods. Three eclipses may
sometimes happen in one season.

e Relative to popular belief, there are more
eclipses than one may think—there have been
230 lunar eclipses and 224 solar eclipses in the
21st century.

Understanding the Lunar Nodes and Eclipses

e Eclipse Seasons: When the lunar nodes precisely
line up with the Earth and the sun, eclipse
seasons occur around every 173 days.

e Moon's Progression: Every month, the moon's
phases move the nodes by roughly 30 degrees
along the zodiac.

e Future Eclipses: The next pair of eclipses
normally happen approximately six months after
the previous pair.
