gaining session on Union Budget 2023-24, 08-02-2023 / 3:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m. 

 

During addressing students, the resource persons emphasized that: 

 Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman presented the Union Budget 2023-24 on a 

positive roadmap with fiscal deficit for 2023-24 at 5.9 percent of GDP well below the 

6.4% budgeted for 2022-23. The fiscal deficit for 2021-22 was 6.7%, which was lower 

than the revised budget estimates of 6.9%. With an aim to reduce its fiscal deficit to less 

than 6% of GDP for the first time since the fiscal year ended March 2020, while 

increasing capital spending to support growth. She made adjustments to the income tax 

system and emphasised projects related to agriculture and tourism, introducing a new 

agriculture accelerator fund and putting tourism promotion on “mission mode.” 

This sixth budget address and the last comprehensive one for the Modi administration 

before the Lok Sabha elections early the next year. The Union Budget for this year 

focuses on seven important topics, including “inclusive development,” “reaching the 

last mile,” “unleashing the potential,” “green growth,” “young power,” and “financial 

sector. he success of digital payments needs to be duplicated in the agricultural sector, 

so we introduced a programme for digital agriculture infrastructure in the Union Budget. 

Infrastructure spending of an unprecedented Rs 10 lakh crore will speed up and 

revitalise development. Cooperatives will become the rural economy’s pivot as a result
