Awareness on Use of Shakti App 
Suriya Correspondent – Mangalagiri: KL University College of Engineering Vice Principal and 
ECE Department Head Dr. J. Suman stated that the government has recently launched the 
Shakti app to ensure the safety and protection of women and children. On Saturday, under 
the supervision of the university's NSS wing, volunteers went door-to-door in Athmakur 
village of Mangalagiri mandal, helping women and girl students install the Shakti app on 
their mobile phones and providing them with awareness on how to use it. She explained 
that if someone is in danger, they can open the app and press the "SOS" option, which will 
immediately record a 10-second video and audio of the situation and send it along with the 
location to the police, who will respond quickly. If the "Hand Gesture" option is enabled in 
the app's settings, simply shaking the phone vigorously will also alert the police. Dr. K.R.S. 
Prasad, In-Charge of the Student Welfare Department, informed that those who travel alone 
can use the "Safe Travel" option, where users can enter the starting point, destination, and 
vehicle number under "New Track Request." If the vehicle deviates from the expected route, 
the app will detect it and immediately notify the police. Additionally, he mentioned that 
complaints can be filed without visiting a police station. By using the "Give a Complaint" 
option, one can select the district and police station, and upload a written complaint, which 
will prompt the police to reach out directly to the complainant. NSS Program Coordinator 
Dr. P. Srikanth Reddy added that complaints regarding harassment, domestic violence, rape, 
sexual harassment, eve-teasing, honor killings, acid attacks, human trafficking, forced 
marriages, child marriages, abductions, photo morphing, and other such crimes can also be 
reported through the app. NSS Field Coordinator P. Suresh, who coordinated the program, 
and the volunteers were appreciated by KL University Vice Chancellor Dr. G. Parthasarathi 
Varma, Pro Vice Chancellors Dr. A.V.S. Prasad, Dr. K. Rajasekhar Rao, Dr. N. Venkataram, and 
Dean Dr. K.R.S. Prasad.
