Description: 

          As per the directives of the Ministry of Youth Affairs & Sports, 

Government of India, World Nature Conservation Day was observed on Friday, July 

25th, 2025, at Nuthakki village in Mangalagiri Mandal under the Swachh Bharat 

Abhiyan initiative.
