Objective: 
                       The objective of educating girls on Good Touch and Bad Touch is to 
create awareness about personal safety and boundaries. It helps children identify 
safe and unsafe behavior and empowers them to speak up when they feel 
uncomfortable. This education builds confidence and encourages open 
communication with parents, teachers, or trusted elders. It also reduces the risk of 
abuse by making children alert and informed. Overall, it aims to ensure a safe, 
secure, and respectful environment for every girl. 
 

Description: 

                     As part of the Beti Bachao Beti Padhao Abhiyan initiated by the 
Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports, Government of India, the KLEF National Service 
Scheme (NSS) organized a program on “Educating Girls on Good Touch & Bad Touch” 
at the High School in Pedavadlapudi village, Mangalagiri Mandal, on Monday through 
its NSS CSC-2 unit. Speaking on the occasion, Dr. C.H. Nagamani, NSS Programme 
Officer of KLEF (CSE-2 Department Professor), advised parents to maintain a friendly 
relationship with their children so that children can openly share issues that they 
might otherwise hesitate to express. This helps in identifying whether children are 
facing any sexual harassment. She explained the differences between good touch 
and bad touch to the girl students. She also emphasized that if any girl experiences 
inappropriate touch either at home or outside, they should immediately inform their 
parents. She further highlighted that strict laws such as the POCSO Act exist to 
punish those involved in child sexual abuse, and victims are fully protected under this 
law. 

             Later, NSS girl volunteers interacted with students in a friendly manner 
and enquired if any of them were facing such challenges. They cautioned the 
students to stay away from misuse of social media, advising them not to share 
personal photos with others; as such images could be morphed and misused for 
threats. Parents were urged to observe their children’s behavior, especially their 
Smartphone usage and online activities. The session also included awareness on 
personal hygiene and health for girls. The program was coordinated by NSS Field 
Coordinator Mr. P. Suresh. The efforts of the volunteers were appreciated and 
congratulated by Prof. G. Parthasarathy Varma (Vice-Chancellor, KLEF), Pro-Vice 
Chancellors Dr. A.V.S. Prasad, Dr. N. Venkatram, Dr. K. Rajashekar Rao, Dean of 
Student Affairs Dr. K.R.S. Prasad, Advisors Dr. Habeebullah Khan, CSE-2 HoD Dr. B.

ensuring their safety and rights. The session also built confidence among girls to 
report inappropriate incidents without fear. Overall, the event promoted child safety, 
personal hygiene, digital responsibility, and parental involvement in safeguarding 
children.

      The program on Good Touch & Bad Touch created social 
awareness about protecting children from abuse and harassment. It encouraged 
families to build open communication, thereby strengthening the safety net around 
children. The event highlighted the importance of legal safeguards like the POCSO 
Act, instilling confidence in both parents and children. By addressing digital risks and 
personal hygiene, it promoted responsible behavior and healthy practices in the 
community. Overall, the initiative contributed to building a safer, more informed, 
and child-friendly society.

Creating Awareness on Good and Bad Touch for Children 
Mangalagiri, Surya Representative: Parents should maintain a friendly relationship with 
their children so that they feel comfortable sharing matters that they might otherwise 
hesitate to speak about, said Prof. Dr. C.H. Nagamani, NSS Program Officer, KL University, 
CSE-3 Department, while addressing girl students. On Monday, at Nagarjuna High School, 
Pedavadlapudi village, Mangalagiri Mandal, the KL University NSS Unit organized an 
awareness program on Good Touch and Bad Touch for children. She advised that if anyone 
attempts inappropriate or bad touch either at home or outside, girls should immediately 
inform their parents.
