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Objective:
The objective of the Awareness on Social Media Cyber Crimes program

is to educate individuals about the risks and threats associated with social media and
online activities. It aims to create understanding about cyber frauds, identity thefts,
and online harassment. The program encourages safe and responsible use of digital
platforms. It also guides people on how to protect personal information and report
suspicious activities. Overall, it strives to build a cyber-safe community through
knowledge and vigilance.

Description:

As per the directions of the Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports,
the Cyber Jaagrookta Abhiyan awareness program was conducted under the aegis of
the National Service Scheme (NSS) at KL University. Dean of Student Affairs, Dr. K.R.S.
Prasad, stated that awareness was created among villagers on cybercrimes through
social media platforms. On Tuesday, MCA volunteers of NSS visited households in
Tummapudi village, Duggirala Mandal, and explained the different types of
cybercrimes being carried out by miscreants through social media. NSS Program
Officer of the MCA Department, Dr. D. Usharani, cautioned that posting personal
photographs as display pictures (DP) on platforms like WhatsApp, Telegram,
Instagram, Facebook, Twitter, and Snapchat could lead to misuse by cybercriminals
for extortion or sexual harassment.

Head of the MCA Department, Dr. Ch. Kiran Kumar, explained that morphed

photographs are often used for blackmail and harassment, and therefore advised
using alphabets or scenic images instead of personal photos as DPs. He also
emphasized that anyone facing such threats should immediately report to the
nearest police station with the support of their parents, or lodge complaints online
by calling the cybercrime toll-free number 1930, and women in distress may also call
181 for emergency assistance. MCA Professor Dr. D. Surendra advised youth to
remain vigilant on social media, avoid sharing account details with strangers, and
cautioned girls to be careful while taking photos with boys, as there is a risk of
misuse.

Outcome:
The Cyber Jaagrookta Abhiyan conducted by KL University NSS created

strong awareness among villagers about the growing risks of cybercrimes on social
media. MCA volunteers effectively educated the community on how criminals misuse
personal photos and accounts for blackmail and harassment. Villagers were guided
to use safe practices such as avoiding personal display pictures and safeguarding
account details. They were also informed about helpline numbers 1930 and 181 for
reporting cybercrimes and seeking emergency support. Overall, the program
empowered rural youth and families to stay alert and protect themselves from online
threats.

Impact on Society:
The event had a positive impact on society by spreading crucial

awareness about cyber safety in rural areas. It helped villagers, especially youth and

women, understand the dangers of sharing personal information and photos online.

The campaign encouraged responsible use of social media, reducing the chances of
exploitation by cybercriminals. By educating people about legal support and helpline
numbers, it built confidence to report crimes without fear. Ultimately, the initiative
promoted a safer digital environment and strengthened community resilience
against cyber threats.
