Objective:
The campaign aims to create awareness among youth about the harmful

effects of tobacco use. It seeks to prevent the initiation of tobacco habits among
students and young individuals. The program encourages healthy lifestyles and
promotes tobacco-free campuses and communities. It also motivates youth to
become ambassadors of anti-tobacco awareness in society.

Description:

As per the guidelines of the Ministry of Youth Affairs & Sports,
Government of India, and under the National Tobacco Control Programme by the
Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, KL University organized a “Tobacco-Free Youth
Campaign”, informed Dr. K.R.S. Prasad, Dean of Student Welfare. He emphasized
that individuals addicted to tobacco products must break free from the habit and
adopts a healthy lifestyle.
