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Objective:

The objective of the Hepatitis Health Awareness Program is to educate
communities about the causes, symptoms, and risks associated with Hepatitis, aiming to
prevent its spread. It seeks to promote safe hygiene practices, healthy lifestyles, and
timely vaccination to protect individuals from infection. The program also focuses on
early detection through regular health check-ups and encourages people to seek
medical advice promptly. By spreading accurate information, it works to dispel myths
and reduce stigma around the disease. Ultimately, the goal is to build a healthier society
with reduced Hepatitis-related illness and mortality.

Description:

As per the directions of the Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports, KL
University’s National Service Scheme (NSS) and the College of Pharmacy, in response to
the call of the National Health Mission and as part of the National Viral Hepatitis Control
Programme, organised an awareness campaign on Hepatitis. KL University College of
Pharmacy Professor and NSS Programme Officer, Dr. R. Supriya, stated that people
should be aware of liver (Hepatitis) diseases and that by following certain precautions,
liver health can be protected. On Saturday, in Pedakonduru village of Duggirala Mandal,
Pharmacy NSS volunteers, under the guidance of the University NSS and Pharmacy
Departments, visited households to spread awareness. During the campaign, people
were informed that Hepatitis is an inflammation of the liver, mainly caused by viral
infections, contaminated food and water, unsafe blood transfusions, use of unsterilized
needles, tattoos, sharing toothbrushes or blades, and unprotected sexual contact.
Symptoms include yellowing of the skin and eyes, dark urine, loss of appetite, fatigue,
abdominal pain, and vomiting.

Dr. Supriya explained that the disease can be diagnosed through tests such as
Liver Function Test (LFT), Hepatitis Panel, PCR Test, Ultrasound Scan, and Fibroscan. She
also informed that there are five main types of Hepatitis — A, B, C, D, and E. While
Hepatitis A and E usually present with acute symptoms and resolve within a short time,
Hepatitis B and C may remain symptomless in the early stages but can lead to chronic
liver disease, cirrhosis, or liver cancer in the long run, making early detection and
prevention crucial. NSS Field Coordinator P. Suresh and the volunteers were
congratulated by KL University Vice-Chancellor Dr. G. Pardha Saradhi Varma, Pro Vice-
Chancellors Dr. A.V.S. Prasad, Dr. N. Venkataram, and Dr. K. Rajashekhara Rao, College
of Pharmacy Principal Dr. G. Chakravarthy, Dean of Student Welfare Dr. K.R.S. Prasad,
Dean Advisors Dr. Habibullah Khan, and NSS Programme Coordinator Dr. P. Srikant
Reddy.

Outcome:

The Hepatitis awareness campaign successfully educated villagers of
Pedakonduru on the causes, symptoms, and prevention of the disease. Residents gained
knowledge about safe hygiene practices, vaccination, and early testing methods to protect
liver health. The programme helped dispel myths and encouraged at-risk individuals to seek
timely medical care. NSS volunteers developed communication and community engagement
skills through door-to-door interaction. Overall, the event strengthened public health
awareness and supported the objectives of the National Viral Hepatitis Control Programme.




Impact on Society:
The event created a positive shift in community attitudes

towards liver health and disease prevention. Villagers became more conscious about

hygiene, safe food and water consumption, and avoiding risky practices. Early testing
and vaccination awareness can reduce the future burden of Hepatitis-related
illnesses.
