Revendrapadu (Duggirala), Newstoday: KL University CSE-3 NSS students created
awareness among several people in Revendrapadu on Thursday that parents are punishable
if minors drive vehicles. Programme Officers N. Vijay, Dr. Senthil, and others participated in

the program.




Parents Are Punishable for Allowing Minors to Drive Vehicles

Duggirala, February 26 (Andhra Prabha): KL University NSS volunteers created awareness

that it is a legal offense for minors to drive vehicles and those parents will be held

punishable if an accident occurs. NSS Programme Officer Dr. R. Vijay informed vehicle users
that along with the minor driving the vehicle, parents will also be held responsible and may
face fines as well as imprisonment. As part of the CSE-3 NSS special camp held in
Revendrapadu village on Thursday, awareness was created among vehicle users on road
safety measures. They explained that people driving vehicles should wear helmets and seat
belts, and should avoid drunk driving, over-speeding, snake driving, speed racing, and signal
jumping. Department Head Dr. Senthil stated that government penalties have increased
significantly and advised everyone to follow traffic rules and travel safely to their
destinations. NSS Programme Coordinator Dr. P. Sreekanth Reddy advised that carrying
passengers beyond the permitted limit or transporting excessive loads is also punishable,
and violating rules can lead to fines, license cancellation, and imprisonment. NSS Field
Coordinator P. Suresh served as the coordinator for the program, while Dean of Student

Affairs Dr. KRS Prasad and others appreciated the volunteers for their efforts.

Parents Are Punishable if Minors Drive Vehicles
