Description of the Event:

3. Program Description

An awareness conference on Drug Abuse and Prevention was organized by KLEF in
association with the Andhra Pradesh Police Department. Shri A.K. Ravi Krishna, IPS,
addressed the students on the rising challenges of drug abuse in society, particularly

among youth.

He explained the dangers of peer pressure, addiction, and the difficulty of recovery once
trapped in drug use. He also highlighted government initiatives such as Operation
Chaitanya (eradication of cannabis cultivation through drone surveillance and alternative

crops) and Operation Garuda (curbing illegal sale of opioids).

The speaker emphasized the role of Eagle Clubs in schools and colleges across AP,

empowering students and teachers to report drug-related activities. He also called upon

mothers to remain vigilant about their children’s behavior as a preventive measure.

Shri A.K. Ravi Krishna, IPS, reminded students that ragging is not just a disciplinary
issue but a serious criminal offence. He emphasized the importance of mutual respect,

inclusivity, and empathy among students to maintain harmony on campus.

The Additional SP of Guntur, Shri Ravi Kumar, IPS, elaborated on the legal
consequences of drug offenses, including life-long criminal records, denial of passports,

and restrictions on career opportunities.




He also elaborated on the legal framework under the UGC Anti-Ragging Regulations
2009 and explained the severe consequences for those indulging in ragging, including
criminal charges, dismissal from the institution, and denial of higher education
opportunities.

Registrar Dr. Subbarao highlighted that KLU is a ragging-free and drug free campus
and takes proactive steps by forming Anti-Ragging Committees and Squads, EAGLE
team, maintaining strict surveillance, and providing 24x7 helpline support. Dean Prof.
Prasad urged students to build healthy peer relationships and contribute to a supportive

campus culture.

Students gained awareness of the dangers of drugs and substance abuse.
Familiarized with NDPS Act provisions and punishments.

Awareness about government operations like Chaitanya and Garuda.
Strengthened student commitment to a drug-free campus.

Promoted collaborative efforts between police, teachers, students, and parents.
Students became aware of the legal, social, and emotional impacts of ragging.
Strengthened zero tolerance policy on ragging at KLEF.

Enhanced confidence among parents and students about campus safety.
Reinforced collaboration between police officials, administration, and students

to create a safe environment.
